ALUMNI ASSOCIATION HISTORY

Thirty-six years ago (1952), a dedicated
group of LHS alumni announced a meeting
to establish the LHS Alumni Association for
the purpose of holding annual class reunions.

The first LHS Alumni Day was held June,
1952 with a twenty-four float parade. Four
hundred people attended the banquet and
ball, and a great time was enjoyed by all.

After paying expenses for all activities, we
ended up with a surplus and decided to se-
lect a "needy” LHS project to give this mon-
ey. The high school band numbered twenty
people without uniforms, so we decided to go
for a one hundred piece band fully equipped
and uniformed. This goal was reached in
1956, thanks for the most part to our LHS
Alumni Association.

After successfully completing this project,
we went on to other high school "needy" pro-
jects. And so over these past thirty-six
years, our association has accomplished
many good projects that have been of great
help to Lebanon High School.

This has only been possible through the
efforts of many local alumni over the years
who have kept the Association going. So
here's hoping you younger alumni will make
yourselves available to fill the various Asso-
ciation offices and committees to ensure the
successful continuation of the Association.
With your help each Alumni Day will be spe-
cial and LHS will be assured of our contin-
ued support.

Floats must be registered WITH THE PARADE CHAIR by June 1st in order to be eligible for judging. First come, first
registered. Floats not registered by June 1st are still welcome.

FLOATS ONLY are to enter at the Village Pizza entrance from 9:00 to 10:00 AM. There will be someone there to direct
to your staging area. Parade participants must park in an adjoining parking ©Dask security to let you into the float
area

Float participants need to be on the float no later than 10:45 AM for judging. Select one classmate to be the
spokesperson. S/he will be responsible for explaining your float to the judges.

Classes are required to have their theme and year of graduatida from the front of the float/truck.
No part of the float shall measure higher than 12 feet from the pavement.

Due to insurance restrictions, no live animals are allowed in the paradéh the exception of horses (restrictions
apply).
